Dear Friends: 
   When Jesus began his ministry, he did not call the apostles to be just admirers.  Jesus 
does not call us to be admirers or supporters of cheerleaders or scholars of his Gospel.  

Jesus calls us to be followers – to take up our crosses as he did.  He calls us to imitate his spirit of humility and 
compassion.  He calls us to pay the price of Good Friday in order to realize the fulfillment of Easter resurrection. 
     In Jesus’ coming, the time of God’s justice and forgiveness has come.  Jesus calls us to “abandon” our “nets” of 
self-centeredness, fear and despair and walk with him to become “fishers” of the life and love of God. 
     One of our immediate challenges as a disciple of Jesus is to insure that we do everything to protect the unborn.  
You have seen in this bulletin over the last month that there is pending legislation (FOCA) in Washington, DC 
that would establish the right to abortion throughout all nine months of pregnancy as a fundamental right!   We 
can’t allow this to happen! As a disciple of Jesus Christ, we must see that every unborn child is just that – a child!  
There will be a post-card campaign initiated by the Catholic Bishop’s Conference to write to our senators and 
representative asking them to defeat FOCA when it is brought to the Congressional floor in the near future. If you 
signed your post card this weekend at Mass – Thank you.  May we continue to fight for life.   
     Our five-week seminar on St. Paul is rapidly approaching.  We will examine the life of Paul, his theology and its 
influence on the Church and the relevance Paul’s writings have for us today.  I hope many parishioners will attend 
this Lenten seminar.  However, please do not wait until the last minute to register!  The number of people 
attending the seminar will determine where the seminar will be held, so even if you know you cannot make every 
week, please register by February 10th.  In anticipating the feast of St. Blasé, we will have the blessing of throats 
after all the Masses next weekend. 
     We ask the Holy Spirit to bless President Obama with wisdom, understanding, courage and all the spiritual 
gifts he will need to lead us in these most challenging times. We pray for all of our elected officials that they will 
work together to bring about world peace, economic stability, health care and most of all, a respect for all human 
life – from the womb to the tomb.  God bless you this week and we ask God’s blessing on America!
